Before marching band season begins, Gale requested that we re-evaluate how much we charge for shoes, gloves,
etc. to make sure that we cover the cost of those items.

VOTE: A motion was made to approve the financial statements. The motion was seconded. A vote was taken and
the financial statements were unanimously approved.
